0 Must be a graduating lllinois high school senior with a minimum grade point average of 3.00 on a

4.00 scale.

O Must be a U.S. citizen and resident of lllinois.

O Must have a history of extracurricular activities that demonstrates a willingness to accept leadership
responsibilities (student government, club officer, etc.) or a commitment to civic responsibility, social
consciousness and a willingness to serve the community (community service projects, volunteer
activities with local service agencies or charitable institutions, etc.)

Must submit a 500-word essay on The Role of Township Government in Today’s Society and in the
Future that will include an interview with a township official.

Must submit two letters of recommendation from teachers, counselors, local officials or business people.
Must submit an official high school transcript.

Must submit a cover letter and completed application form.

Must plan to enroll at an lllinois school as a full-time undergraduate student pursuing a bachelor's
degree.
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APPLICATION PROCEDURES

0 The deadline for this application and all required documentation is March 1, 2012. Your application
MUST BE POSTMARKED by the U.S. Post Office no later than March 1, 2012. Late applications will
not be considered.

0 You must meet all the eligibility criteria (see eligibility criteria above).

O All parts of the application must be typed or be legible in order to be considered. All attachments must
contain your full name.

All items described in the Application Checklist shown below must be submitted together to constitute a complete
application. No exceptions will be made and all decisions are final. All applicants should expect to receive written
notification of a decision on their application by April 1, 2012. Notification of an award will not be given by
telephone. One application will be sufficient for consideration for any scholarship offered by Township Officials of
lllinois during the year it is submitted.

0 Transcripts. Submit an official high school transcript indicating your most recent academic work
including fall semester 2011.

[0 Letters of Recommendation. The student must submit two (2) letters of recommendation.
